2. Go back over the list, ponder from where we have fallen, and pray and ponder about
what good we should have done instead of the evil, and what God might have you do to
help restore reverence for Him, righteousness, justice and the sanctity of human life.

The U.S. may still be the top nation in the world producing and
dispensing pornography, which is corrupting the world — even many
clergy — and some national governments take measures to block it
from coming into their country because of its enormously corrupting
effects upon their youth and men. In 1994, a 6.7 magnitude
earthquake struck San Fernando Valley, California, covering the exact
area where 90 percent of the pornographic films were being made in
the USA, damaging the offices of all 70 pornographic studios and
distributors.
